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SHAWN ROE SENTENCED ON NARCOTICS AND WEAPONS 
CHARGES 

 
Shawn M. Roe has been sentenced for violations of federal narcotics and 

weapons laws. 
 

Roe, 27, of Belton, MO. was charged in a two-count indictment returned by a 
federal grand jury in Kansas City on April 19, 2004. 

 
Count One of the federal indictment alleged that Roe possessed with intent to 

distribute five grams or more of methamphetamine on Oct. 9, 2004. 
 

Count Two of the federal indictment alleged that Roe was a felon in possession 
of a firearm. He had previously been convicted for possession of narcotics. 

Under federal law it is illegal for any felon to be in possession of any firearm or 
ammunition. The indictment alleged that Roe was in possession of a Davis 

Industries .32 caliber Derringer on Oct. 9, 2004. 
 

Roe was arrested by Grandview, MO police officers after a short car chase. The 
incident led to the recovery of methamphetamine, marijuana, and two weapons. 

 
Roe was sentenced to 120 months of confinement in a  federal penitentiary 

followed by 8 years of supervised parole. 
 

Jackson County Drug Task Force detectives conducted the follow-up 
investigation.
